– Quick Guide
Temperature range
• Maintain +2°C to +8°C
• Record actual, minimum and maximum temperatures daily
• Read → Record → Reset → Recheck → React
What must be stored in the fridge
• Medicines and vaccines requiring refrigeration only
• Products must remain in original packaging
• Never store food, drink or specimens
Monitoring
• Use a data logger in all medicines and vaccine fridges
• Download weekly in high-use areas and every 2 months in low-use areas
• Download immediately after any alarm or excursion
If the temperature goes out of range
• Do not use stock
• Quarantine affected medicines/vaccines
• Contact Medicines Management immediately
• Follow Appendix J – Is your fridge temperature out of range?
Your responsibility
· Complete annual cold chain training
· Complete Good Distribution Practice (GDP) training, where appropriate
· Follow MMP SOP 427 Safe and Secure Management of Refrigerated Medicines and Vaccines   
· Act immediately on temperature breaches / excursions
