Wipe vaccine porter inside and out with a Clinell wipe prior to use.
Cool packs used must be taken from the refrigerator and must have been cooled for 24 hours prior to use.
For easy identification, all porters must have a number assigned to them and the name of the department to which they belong. This must be displayed in the front plastic pocket and must be clearly visible. Additionally, all vaccine porters must display a label in bold red type stating “contains temperature sensitive medicines / vaccines” which should also be clearly visible. Helapet vaccine porters should be lined with a material such as bubble wrap to protect the product from contact with the cool packs.
